Schedule E, M and Contractor’s Exit Form

These questions were asked of our Contract Compliance Office last week, so I am sending everyone the answers.
 

Schedule E and the Contractor's Exit report do not need to be submitted with the RFP response.
 

Q1)   In Schedule E, Project Consultant Team, what is the City's definition of an MBE?
A1) Schedule E will be filled out by the chosen vendor AFTER negotiations are finalized.  The City of Oakland no longer certifies MBE/WBE.  Even though Schedule E currently asks for information about certification, it will not be required.

 
Q2)      Schedule M states that proposers who are corporations must attach a copy of a Certificate of Good Standing issued by the State of California.  As our corporation operates out of another state, we can provide the City with a Certificate of Good Standing issued by the our state.  If it is a requirement to provide a Certificate of Good Standing issued by the State of California, could you instruct us on how to obtain such a certificate?
A2) Certificate of Good Standing from your state of origin will be acceptable, as long as it is up to date.
 

Q3)      A "Contractor Exit Report" is listed as a required exhibit.  The form itself says that it must be submitted to the City with the final progress payment application.  Is it a requirement to submit this form with our proposal?
A3) The Contractor's Exit report will also be filled out by the chosen vendor at the end of the project.
